No 
collection is taken and after the first year when the committee funded the mulled wine and 
festive nibbles, this is now funded by the club. 
  
Alistair says it is an opportunity for members who would not normally go to church to meet in an 
environment with which they are familiar, sing carols which they know (in the main!) and listen to 
the gospel message. Everyone is encouraged or invited to go to their local church to celebrate 
Christmas or to go to St Andrews. Some do and a few have attended Alpha courses.
