This unity with someone strong and able is of course an important biblical concept, though often 
one that is forgotten. It is not my occasional pieces of virtue that make or even keep me 
acceptable to God, but rather it is the permanent virtue of the One I’m united to, Jesus Christ. I 
am safe with Him and in Him; I am at His side and protected by Him. It is because He has kept 
the covenant with God, it is because He was obedient to death, it is because He rose and lives 
forever in glory that I enjoy, and will enjoy, these same blessings (Romans 6: 3 – 14). 
 
Adam is a poor man to be united with, but the Bible says that we are united with him from 
conception and this means we cannot win. Just as he rebelled against his Creator so do we, 
and thereby we deserve the wrath and curse of God (Romans 5:12).  We need to find another 
Partner or Champion who does what Adam did not do. 
 
The answer of course is to be united to Jesus Christ by trusting in His life, death and 
resurrection – all done on our behalf to win our eternal salvation. A complete and finished work 
that we know is acceptable to God. 
 
If you knew your golfing partner was going to birdie every hole for you, you would be grateful 
and perhaps a little humbled. How much more should the person who is united to Christ live to 
serve Him in gratitude and humility?
